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Abstract

The modern identity of the Russians of the Yenisei North is inextricably linked with the old-timers culture of
Siberians, which has developed in difficult natural and climatic conditions. The Yenisei area is the territory of the
primary settlement of Russians in the Yenisei Siberia. For nearly four centuries, the old-timers of this region have
developed unique survival skills and created their own cultural and economic type, adapted to the conditions
of the north. Traditions rooted in the Russian North have spread throughout the Yenisei Siberia. They ideally
corresponded to the harsh conditions of Eastern Siberia and manifested themselves not only in the methods of
farming, the typology of settlements and the types of their development, the architecture of the dwelling, the layout
of the estate, some elements of clothing and footwear, but also in the features of the Orthodox culture.

Russians adapted to the environment without changing their ethno cultural identity (lifestyle, language,
religious beliefs) and, to a large extent, retaining their anthropological type.

In the Yenisei area, two types of the old-timer culture of the Kezhmars and peasants of the Yenisei district
developed. The first was dominated by the North Russian components, which became archaized due to isolation.
However, over the centuries, it also absorbed elements of the local autochthonous culture of the Evenk people,
which manifested itself in many features of economic management, material culture. The second, more syncretic,
absorbed not only the North Russian components, but also the traditions of other places of origin, for example, the

south of Russia, which was especially manifested in the festive culture of the old-timers.

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Abstract

In the presented article, the features of the reflection of folk art culture in the cinema are considered. The
author examines films that reflect the folk art culture of the American Indians, Udege, meadow mari, residents of
the viflage of Palekh, as well as the folk art cufture of the colonial countries, China and Japan. This article examines
the films of both foreign and Russian directors, as the author refers to global trends in cinema. The author identifies
several stages, considering the evolution of folk art culture, starting from films of the early twentieth century and
ending with modern cinematography: “Folk art culture in early films. Ethnographic cinematography”, “Criticism
of the urban industrial space in the cinema of the 20s. XX century»,»Colonial cinema», «Postcolonial cinema»,
«Cultural appropriation», «Orientalism», «Transnational culture in the postmodern era», «Cinematography of the
metamodern». Based on the material of Russian and foreign films, the author notes that folk art culture is manifested
in both documentary and fiction cinematography. The author concludes that folk art culture was reflected in the
cinema at every stage of its historical development. The author notes that in modern cinema the topic of folk art
culture has not simply lost its relevance, but has become one of the most relevant trends in connection with the
processes of glocalization in the culture of the 21st century. Each stage considered by the author has its own
specific features and reasons for the display of folk art culture. The article describes the main ways of representing
folk art culture in cinema — folklore, traditional textiles, embroidery, folk songs.

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Abstract

The article provides a brief overview of the history of the beginning and development of libraries: from the
oldest library of Ashurbanipal, in whose collection books were clay cuneiform tablets to the recognized world's
best multifunctional city library of Helsinki with modern equipment. The author hadn’t task to create a detailed
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chronology of the history of libraries development. Author focused on not only to public libraries, but also to
University libraries, since University libraries have always been the flagships of librarianship. The important role
of national libraries in the formation of statehood is mentioned. The websites of the MSU Scientific Library, the
Russian National Library, and the Central City Library of Helsinki Oodi (Finland) were analyzed. The influence of
the invention of printing on libraries is noted. The history of library’s functions expansion is considered: from the
function of protection book heritage to the function of support of readers. The role and significance of the library in
educating the masses is noted. The author mentions the ideological component of educational activities of libraries
in Soviet Russia. The author speaks about the serious impact of global technological changes that took place in
the XX! century and the introduction of digital technologies in library’s activities, and the search for new forms of
library’s work. Conclusions were drawn about the direction in which libraries are being transformed as a socio-
cultural institution.

Abstract

For the first time in the history of the study of volost courts in pre-revolutionary Russia, a rare phenomenon
is taken for study — a chain of interconnected claims considered by one court during the year. The use of a chain
of claims makes it possible to solve the problem of excessive conciseness of the protocols of the volost courts,
which arises during the transition from their mass processing to the study by the method of case study. Six
investigated lawsuits, filed in 1914 in the Tulinsky volost court of the Tomsk province, were related to the departure
of the peasant woman A. E. Borozdina, who complained about her husband's abuse. The judges supported one
part of her claims and ruled that the husband should give her the woman’s property and return the money for the
cow he sold after his wife left. Another part of the claims related to the payment of money “for food” was rejected.
As a result of studying these materials, it has been proved that Aleksandra Borozdina perceived the lawsuit as
a tool in a multi-step game; each time adjusting the content of the claim to the needs of this struggle, taking into
account rapidly changing circumstances. For their part, the volost court judges were pragmatic about the claims
being filed, building the queue of their consideration not according to the chronology of filing, but according to the
degree of their importance for the restoration of violated justice. In general, the above facts and the conclusions
drawn work to reject the perception of the volost court of the early XX century as a relic of the past, which tried
to put modern life in the mainstream of patriarchal customs. The peasants who came into contact with the volost
court treated it in a businesslike manner, creatively using the opportunities given to them by law to fight for their
interests (as long as we are talking about the plaintiffs) or (if we mean volost court judges) for adopting the correct
(from their point of view) solutions.

Abstract

The article presents the publication of the decision of the meeting of major ship owners and industrialists of the
Urals and Western Siberia, held on February 25, 1879 in Irbit. The preserved document reveals one of the pages
of the history of the development of the Northern sea route: the organization of research expeditions to the area
of the Ob Bay. The source emphasizes the close relationship between regional authorities and representatives
of private capital in the development of the Northern territories and the search for water communication between
Central Russia, European States and Siberia. It shows the great importance that the Siberian merchants attached
to the possibility of opening new transport routes that can provide a profitable export of large volumes of Siberian
raw materials to European markets. The 18 people who gathered, representing the largest Western Siberian and
Ural private shipping companies, believed that trade through the Northern seas can give a powerful impetus to the
development of both Western and Eastern Siberia: promote the rise of agriculture, trade and industry, ensure the
flow of money to the region, stimulate demographic growth and development of sparsely populated areas. At the
same time, the source under investigation fully reflects the pragmatism of merchants who did not want to invest in
dubious enterprises and sought to achieve their goal - finding a reliable passage through the Northern waters — in
the shortest possible time and with minimal costs. The ideas and recommendations formulated at the Irbit meeting
of ship owners, although not unconditionally, served as the basis for planning further scientific research in the Kara
sea by the Maritime Ministry and the Ministry of Finance.

Abstract

culture and sports in the «golden age» of Soviet-Chinese relations in the 1950s. Sport has become one of the
factors that contributed to active bilateral cooperation between the two countries. The Soviet Union, as an “elder
brother”, provided the young People’s Republic of China with comprehensive assistance in the development of
national physical culture and sports, shared experience, and also sent and received numerous sports delegations.
The beginning of the Soviet-Chinese split for a long time suspended cooperation between the two countries,
including in the sports field, which was resumed only in the 1980s.

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Abstract

This publication is an analytical review of the popular science work of the Tyumen local historian Yevgeny
Viadimirovich Elantsev «Abatskoye village and Abatskaya volost at the beginning of the 18th — beginning of the
20th centuries», published in the city of Ishim this year. The author of the review is one of the official reviewers of
the book, which covers two hundred years of pre-revolutionary history using the example of a large administrative-
territorial unit that was part of the Ishim district of the Tobolsk province (now the territory of the southeast of the
Tyumen region). According to the author of the review, the publication makes a significant contribution to the study
of the socio-economic development of Western Siberia in the 18th — early 20th centuries. The principles of the
system and the determinism made it possible to analyze the publication, regarded as a phenomenon of science,
having its own structure, at the same time, entering into the community of historical and local history knowledge.
Based on the specifics of the topic, the main scientific method used to write this publication is problematic. Noting
the relevance, novelty, as well as a number of other undoubted advantages of the book novelty, the review ajso
contains subjective critical passages, which are regarded as possible ways for further information improvement
of the publication and study of the topic. The author of the review concludes that Yevgeny Viadimirovich Elantsev
presented to the scientific community a full-fledged, high-quality historical and local fore work, which has rich facts
and is focused on a number of applied areas of the humanitarian sphere. The review is addressed to a wide circle
of readers, including, first of all, researchers of the history of historical science, Russian historiography, the pre-
revolutionary history of Russia and the local history of Siberia, and the practice of Jocal history.

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Abstract

The article presents the results of studying the orientation of buried in a certain sector of the horizon on the
basis of materials from the excavations of the necropolises of the Bystryanka archaeological culture. Information
about 168 burials investigated at 26 necropolises of the northern foothills of Altai of the Scythian-Saka period
was used. It has been established that the dominant tradition was to direct the buried people with their heads to
the western sector of the horizon. At the same time, deviations are recorded due to various factors. A number of
approaches traditionally used in this kind of research were used to interpret the identified orientations. The authors
concluded that the observed deviations from the westerly direction are associated with the seasonal movement of
the sun. At the same time, a possible basis on which the population of Bystryanka culture relied when orienting the
dead is the sunset point. The most probable explanation for the spread of directions other than those in the West is
the contacts with carriers of other cultural traditions. Opportunities for further study and interpretation of the revealed
patterns in the orientation of the buried people based on the materials of the Bystryanka culture are associated
with a more detailed analysis of individual necropolises, including the specification of the landscape features of
specific monuments. Of particular importance is the expansion of the data used by attracting information about
unpublished complexes. In addition, the correlation of the considered element of the ritual with other indicators of
funeral practice, including the peculiarities of the position of the buried people and the traditions of placing goods
in the grave, seems promising.

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Abstract

Economic development of the territory of the Turukhansk region of the Yenisei province at the beginning of
the XX century led to the penetration of infectious diseases (smalipox, typhus, measles) into the environment of
the indigenous population. The «diseases of civilization» devastated their settlements. Decisive measures were
required to prevent extinction. The state health care system, represented by one doctor and three paramedics,
could not have a significant impact on the territory of 1.6 milfion square miles. Because of this, the Russian Red
Cross Society came to the rescue, which for three years sent medical teams to help the population of the tundra.
The First World War and the Civil War interrupted the activities of medical teams. In 1924-1931 work continued, but
on a more rational basis. Medical teamms not only treated, but also examined the living conditions of the indigenous
population of the Turukhansk region. Among the unfavorable factors were identified: lack of underwear, lack of
changeable clothes, the presence of parasites, rare washing of the body, eating raw meat and fish, massive
smoking of tobacco, the presence of «sexual promiscuity» in the premarital period, living in primitive portable
plagues, heated fire. At the same time, information was collected on the most common diseases and their causes.
It turned out that sexually transmitted diseases were not widespread. But trachoma, tuberculosis and skin diseases
were constant companions of the indigenous population of the Turukhansk region. This information allowed the
Soviet public health services to develop an algorithm for the operation of medical institutions in the northern
territories, as well as to change the living conditions of life, which made it possible in the future to avoid a strong

development of epidemics.
